USS OHIO

GENERAL NOTES

This card model of the USS OHIO does not have a complicated to construction, however the model is comparatively difficult to assemble and is not suitable for beginners. Modelers with more experience can assemble the ballistic missile tubes in the open configuration, showing the missiles within as well as moveable rudders and turning screws.

ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTION SYMBOLS
* – glue to cardboard of about 1.0 mm thickness.

W – cut out.

" – cut.
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 – coil tightly.
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 – coil into a tube.
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 – Shape and glue together.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Glue all elements of the framework to card, allow to dry and then cut them out. Glue them all together according to the drawing ( excluding the framework for the “hump” parts W40 – W41). To the bottom edge of stringers A1-A3 are glued strips XXX with the one containing the green section situated toward the bow. While gluing on the hull skin, add joining strips between the skin panels so the panels have something to stick to. Glue the strips to the ribs where the joins fall but NOTE: in some places, the joint of the next skin panel is somewhat passed the rib so it is not recommended that all ribs are glued immediately. Do not glue strips to the ribs where a join does not sit. It’s at this point when the decision needs to be made if the full version of the model is going to be assembled. The assembly drawings are sufficient for the experienced modeler, therefore an assembly description of the building of the launch tubes and missiles has been omitted. It’s best to begin skinning the framework with part 20 and then work forward in the direction of the bow and then back toward the stern. Special care should be taken when shaping the bow part 30, which needs to be done accurately in order to create a smooth outline to the hull. When the “tube” of the hull is ready, the framework of the “hump” parts W40-W41 is assembled together with the ribs marked with letters of the alphabet, which is also best begun at the bow. NOTE: along almost the whole length between the “hump” and the hull, there must be a slit of about 1 mm. 

Glue together parts 44 – 47 according to the drawings  and glue the stern tail-plain, it’s stabilizers and rudders. Next glue together the framework for the conning tower and the conning tower stabilizers parts 48 – 51. Glue the conning tower to the hull. The screw is assembled from part 52. Elements part 53-56 are necessary only if the missile launchers are to be made. Continue with parts 57-61 according to the drawings. Assemble the conning tower equipment ( periscopes, masts, tubes).

All that remains now is to glue on parts 62 and on the left side of the stern are glued strips part 63 (refer to the general plan).

The last thing to do is to retouch the model with suitably coloured pens or paints.
