GENERAL NOTES

Accessory indications: 

(+) – To laminate to cardboard. 

(*) – To laminate to card of 0.5mm thickness

(**) – To laminate to card of 1mm thickness.

(W) – To cut out.

(P, L) – Left part, right part.

() – To cut.

Before beginning work on the model, you may wish to paint red the indicators and rear lights: parts 28 and 46.

DETAILED INSTRUCTIONS

1. Pay special attention to the accuracy of the assembling of the hull ribs, to the use of card on the

interior walls.

2. The yokes shown on template W-1 should be inserted, together with yoke (parts 55f  and 55g), in the space between ribs W4 and W5 and stuck with part 55a before skin panel 55 is stuck to the framework.

3. Parts 56-56k, 57, wz.W-2) should be painted black and the inside of the rocket launchers part 58c should be painted grey.

4. The road wheel assemblies are designed in such a way as can be applied to both the fixed or moveable versions. The method of fixing the wheels (first two pairs) enables them to turn more easily when they are in position. If you decide to build the moveable version of the wheels, you will need to cut from the card, eight discs of about 6mm diameter and stick them to the discs on the axle (wz.K-25) before sticking on the wheel hubs parts 59e and 59f. During the assembly of the tyres part 59, after laminating them to card, the belt parts 59b need to be cut out and fixed, followed by the tyre tread part 59e. Once complete, they need to be shaped using sandpaper. Front dampers part 59s, 59s’ as well as the rear part 59t, 59f are designed so it is possible to change their length. To enable this feature, the dampers need to be started by sticking together the upper sleeves part 59t and 59s, and next coil part 59t’ and 59s’, achieving a diameter which allows for the insertion of the lower section of the dampers.

NOTE, It is recommended that the road wheels are assembled in order: – Stick together the wheels (part.59, 59a, 59b, 59c, 59d, 59g, 59h, 59i, 59e, 59f), if the wheels are to be made in the static version. Part 59e is laminated to card only when marked with (*).

– Stick together the transmission hubs (part.59j, 59k, 59l, wz.K-25).

– Insert the upper sections of the dampers (part 59t, 59s) to the wheels.

– Insert the pivots of the bottom rocker-arm (part 59r, wz.K-23). Part 59r is stuck to the hull, allowing it to rotate around wz.K-23.

– To K-23 are stuck the bottom rocker-arms (part 59n, 59p).

– To the rear transmission hubs are stuck part 59w (below the dashed line), and part 59j. Followed by front wheel part 59u (on the line).

– The upper rocker-arms are inserted into the recesses in the back of the wheels, and the lower sections of the dampers are inserted into the upper sections in the upper rocker-arms, keeping the ability for their length to change. Insert a little glue to the upper rocker-arms in the indicated areas.

– in the spaces in the transmission hubs, attach the axle shafts wz.K-24, with their ends seated in the spaces in the recesses.

– Rest the hull on a base about 3mm high and 40mm long and stick the rocker-arms so they are all on one level line with the bottom edges resting on the table. After the glue where the upper rocker -arms connect to the recesses has dried, stick them to the fixed elements of the dampers and fix in the desired position using parts K-23 and 59r. From then on, the wheels will have room to turn. The wheels for your chosen version ( stationary or moveable), are fixed to the axles part K-25.

It is recommended that the finished model is retouched with suitable colours.
