GENERAL NOTES

This model tank is not difficult. Assembly of all 28 wheels is time consuming but this is normal for tank models. Assembly is carried out in numerical order of the parts (except for part 98 – the base of the rotating turret).  For beginners, remember to score fold lines lightly with either the blunt side of the knife or another suitable scoring tool such as an empty ball-point pen. You do not need to cut fold lines. We recommend using a white PVA glue or UHU.

CONSTRUCTION GUIDE

Follow the assembly drawings and construct the frame for the hull using parts 1 – 7. Assemble part 8 and attach it to the frame. Glue on the top sections of the mudguards, parts 9L and 9P. Carefully stick together the rest of the frame, part 10. Attach the vertical mudguard panel parts 11 and 12 (L and P) to the relevant white strips. Assemble and attach the box for the spare wheels (part 13) followed by hatch covers and other armour details (parts 14 to 21). Assemble the two sets of handles (parts 22-24 and attach them to their designated spots on the front of the hull. Following the drawings, attach parts 25-27 to the hull. Assemble and attach the exhaust silencer (parts 28 + a-d). Next, assemble the box (parts 29 + a) and attach to the rear of the hull in it’s designated spot; rear handles (parts 30 + a-c);  box (parts 31 + a);  parts 32 + a;  parts 33 + a; parts 34, 35, 36.  Assemble parts 37-41 according to the drawings.  Then assemble the tensioning wheels and attach them to their designated spots at the rear of the hull. Following the assembly drawings, assemble the tensioning wheels, drive wheels, carrying wheels and supporting wheels (parts 42-50). Together with chassis elements (part 51) and leaf springs (part 52), attach all wheels to the hull. If you choose not to cut out the gaps between the teeth on the drive wheels, then you will need to remove the teeth from the tracks at the point where they contact the drive wheels. Using parts 53-58, assemble the frame for the turret and cover with the skin panels (part 59 and 60). Using parts 61-64, assemble the rear section of the turret frame, cover it with skin panels (parts 65-67) and belt part 65a. Attach the  hatch covers (part 68 + a-b) and viewfinders (part 69 + a). Referring to the drawings, assemble the complete main gun and yoke (parts 70-78) and attach it to the turret in it’s designated place. Then we attach turret details (parts 79 + a-b) and (parts 80 + a-b). With the aid of the drawings, assemble the complicated commanders hatch (parts 81-87). At this point, parts 98 and 98a can be stuck together and then attached to the bottom of the turret. In order to be able to rotate freely, there must be a small space between the turret and the hull. Having completed the turret, we put it aside and look to assembling and fitting the tracks using parts 88 and 89. Connect them to the wheels. On the mudguard, stick the tank’s auxiliary equipment parts 90, 91 and 92. In accordance with the drawings, assemble the so-called running lights (parts 93 + a-d) and attach them to their designated spots. From parts 94 + a-e and part 95, assemble the 2 spare carrying wheels and put them in the box on the left mudguard.  (look at the main drawings). Referring to the diagrams, assemble element (parts 96 + a-b) and attach to the right-hand mudguard. Using wire and toothpicks, and using templates I – VI, construct the accessories such as handles, crowbars, pick-axe handles, etc. As shown on the main drawings, add the details you just made to their correct positions on the mudguards, and the handles to their places on the turret. The piece you made following template III, fasten with straps (part 97). All that remains to do now is to retouch any white edges with a suitable colour, and for an overall consistent finish you may wish to coat with a clear, matt varnish.
