Albatross D.V

GENERAL ASSEMBLY DESCRIPTION

This model of the Albatross D.V is not complicated and can be built by modelers with little experience. The biggest problem may be encountered when fitting the upper wings.

The model does not contain a framework for the wings – as the supporting beams can be made from kebab sticks which can be bought from a shop. Remember to pay attention to the small step of the lower wings.

Parts marked with an asterisk (*) should be laminated to card of about 1 mm thickness.

It is recommended that the interior of the cockpit and engine bay are painted during assembly.

Thin, straight wire should be put inside the posts and joints as well as in the undercarriage so that they stand without the wire showing. After assembly, they need to be inserted into the pin holes in the fuselage.

It is recommended that the model be assembled in the numerical order of the parts – according to the instructions.

It is recommended that the basic techniques of card modeling are used: test fit parts three times before gluing.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Cut and shape part 1, insert the joining strips, the instrument panel part 2 and rib W1. According to the drawings, assemble the auxiliary cockpit equipment and seat and glue together with supporting frame (parts 3-8). From parts 9, 10, 11L, 11P of the joining strip and rib W2 is assembled the central segment of the fuselage from the notch. The next segments of the fuselage without ribs, parts 12-16 are glued together (part 12 is glued on to recess parts 11L and P). The base of the engine, rib W3 and W4 are inserted. The remainder of the fuselage toward the tail, also without ribs, is assembled using parts 17-23.

The stabilizers and tail runner are assembled from parts 24-29.

The engine, together with the exhaust pipe, is assembled according to the drawings using parts 30-38 and inserted into the fuselage. More experienced modelers may wish to enhance things compared to this greatly simplified version.

Kebab sticks are inserted into the gaps in the fuselage. So that the lower wings have a slight rise, it needs to be broken. The lower wings parts 39L and 39P are glued to the fuselage on either side. With the assistance of joining strips, the upper section is assembled from parts 40L and 40P. It is recommended this part is stiffened with a second kebab stick if needs be in the same way as previously mentioned ( if not correct). On the upper section is glued radiator part 44 and part 45.

The two machine-guns are assembled from parts 46 a-h and glued to the fuselage.

The main undercarriage is assembled from parts 49-54 (part 51 is used as a template to make the piece from wire). The wind-shield is made from part 53 and glued in front of the cockpit.

Following the general plan drawing, add the tension wires, made from thin thread or wire, to the wings and undercarriage.

The finished model needs to be retouched with paints, but it is not recommended that it be varnished.
